British Blues topping the prize list at Clitheroe Auction Mart’s Christmas Show and Sale, judged by Mr Tom 
Wood from Huntleys Butchers. The judge awarded the championship to a British Blue Heifer bred by J 
Mellin and C Cropper of Long Preston, weighing 520kg which he later bough for 440ppkg to use at Huntley 
Country Stores. Butchers D & A Gregory from Bacup purchased the Reserve Champion, a Limousin steer 
from AA & E Critchley, Hutton, weighing 515kgs and sold at 290ppkg  



Auctioneer, Joe Worthington, commented “We had an exceptional show of cattle today. Overall trade was very 
good with lots of cattle selling well over the £2 per kilo mark.” 

The day’s top priced cull cow was a Simmental shown by K D Whitwell, weighing 655kg and making 146ppkg, 
selling to S & JS Thompson.
