A fantastic turnout on a miserable Wednesday evening saw over 300 lots of long-legged and 
dressed poultry go under the hammer. Lots included oven ready geese, capons, and turkeys of all 
shapes and sizes. A good turnout of people saw a buoyant trade. Top price on the day went to a 
super 14Ib turkey selling for £40. A run of beautifully finished capons sold up to £26, while geese 
were ever so popular selling up to £3 a Ib. Yet again the clearance rate was 100%, with buyers 
travelling from as far as Wales and Lanarkshire for the increasingly popular annual sale. 
 
Auctioneer Jeremy Greenhalgh said “Good quality birds sold for premium prices. Nice dressed 
white turkeys were good to sell, while geese seemed to be the most popular, we could have sold 
so much more.”
